A research center found more than 1,300 young
people in the US, aged between 13 and 17, use the Internet “almost constantly.”

The new survey, done in April and May 2022, also found that YouTube is now the most popular app
among teenagers. And TikTok is the second popular app. As for Facebook, which used to be the most
popular website among teenagers in 2014 and 2015, the recent survey shows there are only 32% of
teenagers still using it.

The survey also shows a difference between the way boys and girls spend their time online. For
example, boys are more likely to be on YouTube, while girls are more likely to use TikTok and Instagram.
