If you visit Spain, you will hear people speaking Spanish most of the time. But if you go north to the
Basque Country (E.#f %, A% & (®IEFH A ) ) , you will also hear a language that is only spoken
there: Euskara. Nobody knows when people began to speak Euskara, but one thing is for sure: It was
already in Europe before any other language arrived.

Although Euskara has been around for thousands of years, it experienced its worst time in the 1990s,
when it almost died out.
